The Committee resolved to OBJECT to this application for the following reasons:
The Order Plan shows the Public Footpath diverted from its existing line to the West of the old hedgerow dividing the Lake 103 and 104 areas, where the layout of accesses to the units on the Western side of Lake 103 has apparently been changed from that originally consented to include cycle/bin stores next to the new parking spaces which conflict with the PROW route.  The inclusion of these structures (which we would point out are within the SSSI) has a significantly urbanising effect on the section of the circular path on the eastern side of Lake 104, of which the Inspector in the 2007/8 dismissed appeal (ref APP/F1610/A/07/2043652) held that the rural nature was an important feature for local public amenity and the character of the area.  The drawings appear to be inaccurate regarding the distance between the trackway and Lake 104 along the more northerly part of this route (adjacent to units 2 to 6), which is less in reality, and there is likely to be increased – not reduced – conflict between pedestrians and vehicles on this section.  On the more southerly part (adjacent units 10-20) the PROW is also proposed to be moved onto the revised route of the access track, which is also urbanised here, effectively becoming a route through a car parking  and storage area, despite the fact that there is an alternative track (the originally approved access track) to the West of this.  The drawings also show a new channel between Lakes 103 and 103a, which is not in the consented plans, and a channel between Lakes 104 and 103 instead of the 2nd approved weir.  These would clearly require bridges for the PROW, of which details would need to be provided and agreed, and a revised FRA.  The Development Area Site Plan shows a different route at the southerly end, with the PROW diverted to the West and south of Lake 103a.  The status of this needs to be clarified, since we understand there if no right of way beyond this to south (where the track comes under different ownership).

The proposed realignment of the PROW on the Eastern side of Lake 104 has NOT been agreed in discussions with the local communities as suggested in section 2.1 of the Covering Letter.  If there is to be a change to the routing of the PROW on the eastern side of Lake 104 to allow for extension of the Lake 103 plots beyond the hedgerow, the Town/Parish Councils insist that this should have due regard for preserving the rural nature of the PROW route and the safety of pedestrians/cyclists (NB the footpath is supposed to be upgraded to cycling/multi-use standard).  This requires the arrangement on the more northerly part (close to the lake edge) to be reviewed to reduce potential conflict between vehicles and pedestrians, reverting to the originally approved alignment if necessary, and on the more southerly section moving of the footpath onto/beside the alternative (previously approved more westerly access track route (preferably without having to share it with vehicular traffic).  

Any realignment of the route should result in the path being raised/maintained to the previously agreed ‘safe access’ level to ensure it is not subject to flooding. 
Without these amendments the proposal will not meet the requirement of maintaining/improving pedestrian/cycle safety and should be refused.

The application does not show the full extent of the PROW network that will be impacted by these proposed changes.  It would be helpful to see a plan showing the routes around the lakes. 

The Town Council would like to discuss this proposal with the applicant and the adjoining Parish Councils to resolve these issues before a decision is reached. The footpath is of paramount importance, as noted in the earlier appeal, and the public benefit should not be compromised.

Fairford Town Council objects to this application.

We are very concerned that ‘there would be an unacceptable impact on highway safety, or the residual cumulative impacts on the road network, following mitigation, would be severe, taking into account all reasonable future scenarios’ (NPPF para 116) – based on the likely impact on safety and congestion on the A417 through Fairford of this scheme and the proposed development of 54 homes on Land North of the Wern, Lechlade (24/03501/OUT) (currently under appeal), together with the fact that the Transport Assessments for neither of these have addressed the traffic impacts on Fairford, and all the additional housing development proposed (at least in outline) under the Cotswold District Local Plan update.

The following application was discussed at the meeting but was not on the Agenda.

26/00742/FUL | Retrospective Planning Application to retain the 1.8-Metre-High Wall at the Site Entrance and supersede the site entrance wall as approved under planning application reference: 12/05033/REM | Lakes 103, 103A & 104 London Road Fairford Gloucestershire (Validated 06/03/2026, Received 13/03/2026, Response deadline 10th April)
The Committee questioned why the applicant had not lodged an appeal against the previously refused application rather than submit a new application which fails to address the reason for refusal. 

The Committee raised the following questions:

· Pedestrian safety is the responsibility of the local highway authority (GCC) so why were National Highways consulted?
· How will the proposed gates affect pedestrian access between the bus stops and the Leisure Facility? 

· Will the gates partially obstruct the footway?

· What footways are planned inside the entrance (within the site)? - Drawings are needed to show the overall and detailed arrangement of footways etc for the entrance, car park and leisure facility. 
· Will the high walls compromise pedestrian views of vehicles approaching the entrance? The safety of pedestrians accessing the leisure centre and walking around the site need to be considered, not just pedestrians on the A417 side of the walls. 
· Are the proposed gates (wrought iron) compatible with the character of the area?
